Making a WILL

A WILL is an important document,

older persons should be guided to make one

Why should one make a WILL?

· A WILL ensures that the wealth goes to the same beneficiaries as desired.

· In absence of a WILL the loved ones may be left out unsecured and unprotected due to interference of some evil-minded relatives.

· Only a proper WILL can be a trouble-shooter and save the proposed beneficiaries  from hardships.
· Please advice all older persons to take legal advice before making their WILL.
How to make a WILL?

The WILL, once drawn has to be written and signed by the person in the presence of two witnesses (anyone above the age of 18 years is eligible to be a witness). The witnesses should also sign as having witnessed signing of the WILL. Choose and appoint an executor to see that the instructions in the WILL are carried out correctly.

It is advisable to consult a solicitor for assisting in drawing up a WILL.  However, it is not mandatory.

The original of the WILL can be kept with the person or his solicitor.  It is wiser to keep a copy of the WILL with the solicitor too.  There are no other legal formalities involved.

When to make a WILL ?

The sooner, the better.

Changing a WILL ?

Any change can be made at any number of times or a new WILL can also be drawn.

Do not attempt to change a WILL by crossing parts out or adding words or even attaching anything to it.  This could invalidate the WILL and the entire object of making a WILL would be compromised.
